COMMUNITY BACKGROUND:

The ideal candidate will have strong written and 
oral communication skills, a record of academic achievement, a demonstrated commitment to 
public service, and an ability to work in a fast-paced environment. Candidates will have strong 
interpersonal skills and demonstrate an understanding of the importance of maintaining a high 
level of ethics and integrity in the work environment.  
 
DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:  
Internship responsibilities and duties may include:  
• Preparing correspondence, presentations, memos;  
• Answering and referring constituent calls;  
• Assisting with project and event coordination/execution;  
• Participating in outreach and marketing efforts;  
• Representing or accompanying the Mayor at meetings, when appropriate;  
• Researching economic and market trends, policy matters, and legislative issues;  
• Reviewing, summarizing, and analyzing economic development data and reports;  
• Providing general administrative support to the city hall staff.  
 
ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  
Interns are paid $14.52/hour or may receive academic credit, and work roughly 15-20 hours per week; 
however, depending on the season and individual requirements, additional hours and schedules 
may be necessary.
